      Address: The Old Cottage, Blacklands Lane, Sudbourne
      Proposal: Subdivision of existing site to form two residential plots, including retention of existing 
      dwelling. Erection of new dwelling including associated external works. New drive to form access 
      point from highway.
      The Parish Council had No Objections to the above mentioned planning application but stated

      the following:-

      The Parish Council are very concerned about the ‘Planning Statement’ drawn up by the 
      applicant's consultants. This seeks to show that:

      * The local Planning Authority has failed to achieve its required level of 5 and 10-year housing 
      supply, since changes in the methodology for calculating the supply (recently litigated over in the 
      county) have not been carried into the current Local Plan. This means that in line with the NPPF 
      rules, the planners cannot refuse planning for new dwellings as long as they are sustainable, and 
      therefore, have no authority to refuse this application (or any other similar application).

      *  The development will have no impact on the AONB and the local environment; alternatively, 
      both DM3 and DM4 of the Local Plan (which govern these impacts) don’t apply anyway, given the 
      failure to reach the housing supply total.

     The planning statement is a very (unnecessarily!) complicated and very aggressive document, and
      if its argument is accepted, would make it well-nigh impossible to oppose any development within 
      the village.  No decision has been made by SCDC, to date.

      Proposal: Construction of glamping site for 12 pods, huts and lodges
      Sudbourne Parish Council considered the above mentioned planning application and 
      OBJECTED Strongly to the application itself and the principle underlying the application, 
      on the following grounds:

      Traffic, highway and parking issues

      Wildlife and environmental issues

      Noise and Light Pollution

      Access

      Inappropriate development in an AONB, lack of sustainability 

      Health and safety, security and crime, potential anti-social behaviour

      Landscape and landscape character impact, loss of open space

      Poor design, including lack of drainage and waste facilities
      This application has been Withdrawn.       
      Planning Ref: DC/18/2273/FUL

      Address: Land and Buildings Adjacent to No. 39 School Road, Sudbourne

      Proposal: Demolition of redundant agricultural buildings.  Erection of new energy efficient &    

      sustainable 3 bed short term holiday let property.  Change of use of adjoining parcel of existing 

      arable land to residential garden.

      The Parish Council Strongly Objected to the above mentioned planning application as follows:-
      Sudbourne Parish Council recognise that Sudbourne’s status in the current Suffolk Coastal Local 
      Plan settlement hierarchy will usually restrict opportunities for development of new properties in 
      the village.  However, the Parish Council are generally supportive of applications for development 
      which:

· Increase the amount of genuinely affordable housing in appropriate locations within the village;

· Increase opportunities for local people to remain the village when their circumstances change;

· Are sensitive to our rural location and lack of amenity, and are of high quality, sustainable design.
      On the other hand, they are not generally supportive of applications for development which:

· Increase the number of non-residential, limited occupation second home or holiday lettings, unless by exception they are closely linked to an existing residential property (for example an annexe development);

· Reduce the amount of residential property available for full-time members of the local community.

      The Parish Council understands neither of these lists is comprehensive or exclusive, but they 
      indicate the Parish Councils general position on new development going forward.  The Parish 
      Council wish to see Sudbourne continue developing into a vibrant, progressive, self-help 
      community despite our formal lack of local amenities, and will therefore take these principles into  

      account in determining an approach to any application covered by these criteria.
      This application has been Granted by SCDC with 12 Conditions.
