1. Public Forum

4.1 – County Cllr Andrew Reid 

Apologies had been received from County Cllr Reid.  No written report had been received.
4.2 – District Cllr Ray Herring

District Cllr Herring was not present.  No written report had been received.

4.3 – Parish Clerk
The Parish Clerk reported she had received an email from the Community Heartbeat Trust informing her that the software on the defibrillator required upgrading.  She advised she was in the process of getting the defibrillator picked up from her home for this software upgrade to be carried out but unfortunately there were a lack of loan defibrillators so the village would be without a defibrillator for a couple of days whilst the software upgrade was being carried out.  It was agreed a notice would be sited in its absence giving details of the nearest locations for a defibrillator.
The Parish Clerk confirmed the nest swing at the play area had now been repaired and £500.00 from County Cllr Reid’s Locality Budget towards these costs had also now been received.

      New Applications (to be considered at this meeting):-  

      Planning Ref: DC/22/3447/FUL

      Proposal: Norfolk Vanguard Ltd and Norfolk Boreas Ltd (collectively known as the
      Norfolk Projects) are proposing to install predator-proof fencing at a site on Orford Ness to deliver 
      compensatory measures for the lesser black-backed gull interest feature of the Alde-Ore Estuary 
      Special Protection Area. The proposal comprises the installation of 1,200 m of 1.8 m high
      mesh fencing, surrounding a 5.1 ha parcel of land adjacent to the Cobra Mist site at Orford Ness. 
      The fencing would broadly follow the existing field boundaries the majority of which are already 
      bounded by existing post and wire fencing. Further information is provided in the supporting
      statement.

      Address: Near to Cobra Mist (Orford Radio Transmitting Station), Orfordness, Sudbourne
      It was RESOLVED Unanimously that any comments in respect of this planning application would be 
      submitted to the Parish Clerk and the Chairman via email.

      Proposal: Alteration of Plot 1 (previously approved under planning application DC/22/0444/FUL) 
      at No's 1 & 2 Airey Cottages in Sudbourne.

      Address: Airey Cottages, Ferry Road, Sudbourne
      It was RESOLVED Unanimously that any comments in respect of this planning application would be 
      submitted to the Parish Clerk and the Chairman via email.  Action – Parish Clerk to recirculate 

      application.
      Update on existing applications:-
      Planning Ref: DC/22/2844/FUL
      Proposal: Demolition of existing single storey conservatory/Potting Shed.  Construction of single 
      storey side extension to form kitchen dining/seating area.
      Address: Lodge Farm, Ferry Road, Sudbourne
      The Parish Council had No Objections to this application.  No decision has been made by ESC.

      Planning Ref: DC/22/2369/FUL

      Proposal: Conversion of garage into studio annex

      Address: 7 Meadowlands, Sudbourne
      The Parish Council had No Objections to this application.  This application has been Granted by 

      ESC with 4 Conditions including the following:-

      “The development hereby permitted annexe shall not be occupied or let as a separate dwelling 
      but shall be used only for purposes incidental to the use of the dwellinghouse to which it relates or 
      for occupation by a relative, employee or parent of the householder or his/her spouse.
      Reason: The development may not be such that the local planning authority would be prepared to 
      approve as a separate dwellinghouse in its own right”.

      Cllr Haynes raised concerns this property was now up for sale and recommended going forward in 

      respect of these sort of applications the Parish Council could consider stipulating that as part of the

      conditions if granted, the property should not be put up for sale or sold within 12 months of any planning 
      permission being granted.
      Planning Ref: DC/22/2677/FUL

      Proposal: Construction of an outbuilding for use as an Annex ancillary to the existing dwelling

      Address: Crabapple Cottage, 3 Hyde Park Corner, Sudbourne
      The Parish Council had No Objections to this application but raised concerns regarding access 

      and parking and how this would impact on surrounding properties.

      This application has been Granted by ESC with 4 Conditions including the following:-

      “The hereby approved annexe shall not be used other than for purposes incidental and ancillary 
      To the existing dwelling, unless otherwise agreed in writing with the Local Planning Authority.    

      Reason: The Local Planning Authority would not approve the development other than for 
      purposes ancillary and incidental to the existing dwelling”.

Correspondence
      10.1 – Solar Together Suffolk – To consider correspondence received from Suffolk County 

      Council 

      A copy of this correspondence had been circulated to all councillors prior to the meeting.  It was noted 

      the deadline date for registration for this project had now expired.  It was suggested the Parish Clerk 

      could make enquires to SCC to see if there would be a further round for applications.
11.
Play Area

      11.1 – Annual Inspection Report 

      Concerns were raised regarding comments made within the latest ROSPA report in respect of the height 

      of the seat and the top bar bolts being loose despite repairs only just being undertaken.  Cllr 
      Backhouse reported she had monitored the swing this evening and these bolts were loose.  It was agreed 
      the Parish Clerk would contact Kompan and ask them to rectify these repairs ASAP.
12. Roads, Rights of Way
       12.1 – Overgrown hedges on approach to village

       Cllr Backhouse advised she had received a complaint regarding overgrown hedges on the approach to 

       the village in both directions.  She reported when cars were having to give way these hedges were 

       proving to be an obstruction.  It was agreed the Parish Clerk would report these hedges to SC Highways 

       via their online reporting tool.
       Cllr Haynes raised concerns regarding an overgrown hedge on Snape Rd going towards the Close.  It 
       was agreed ownership of this hedge needed looking into. 
13. To receive reports from Portfolio Holders
         Cllr Backhouse reported the faded 30mph sign opposite The Close had still not been replaced.  She also 

         advised there was a post along School Road with no sign and wondered if this was once a 30mph sign.

         Cllr Backhouse advised there was also a damaged sign at Smokey House.  Action – Parish Clerk to 

         report these signs again to SC Highways. 
         In Cllr Parker’s absence the Parish Clerk confirmed he had sent a written update to all councillors in    

         respect of his portfolios.  The Parish Clerk gave details of this update. 
       Cllr Haynes reported she had spoken to Steve Joels regarding the bins obscuring the defibrillator at the 

       Village Hall and since she had noticed this area had been kept clear of the bins.

         Cllr Haynes offered to sweep and tidy up the bus shelter area.
